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Here are some simple tips from my logo design partner Mind Your
Business: 

There are three things you need to know when choosing your fonts:
They need to be unique, legible, and work on every platform; including
printed materials. 

You should also understand the personality traits of the 6 font
categories: 

Serif fonts are classic, traditional, and trustworthy. 

San-serif fonts are modern, clean, and help create basic
designs

Slab serif fonts are bold, quirky, and confident

Script fonts are unique and elegant

Handwritten fonts are artistic 

Decorative fonts are dramatic and distinctive  
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Most websites have a combination of 2-3 fonts.  Some websites even
use a single font type, but vary it by using bold, uppercase, and
different colors. There is no single right way to do this.  

Here are a few basic helpful guidelines:

USE SANS-SERIF FOR MAIN BODY TEXT
For main body text, research shows that sans serif fonts tend to be the
most legible on screens.  Interestingly, the opposite is true for print
materials!

HEADERS CAN BE SANS-SERIF or SERIF
The headers & subheaders are a place where you can play a bit more
with the font. We can try out all caps, bold, a different color, a
contrasting font to your main body text.

HIGHLIGHT TEXT
Often within your site copy there is a line that should be emphasized
with some pop! to draw attention.  This can be a fun place to use a
script or altered version of your header text. You don't have to
designate a choice for this - we'll look for a creative way to do this for
you.

SCRIPT FONTS
Many clients decide to include a custom handwriting font in their
website.  Creative Market is a great place to find these fonts - just be
sure a webfont license is available. These work best for single words,
signatures, or very short phrases.
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We know it can be hard to pick fonts, and after awhile they can all
start to look the same.  Pay attention to what feels good to you -
many people find they have gut reactions to what they do and don't
like. Listen to that!
